St. Nicholas the Wonderworker (12/3) - Troparion 4th tone 
The truth of things hath revealed thee to thy flock as a rule of faith, * an icon of meekness and a teacher of temperance; * for this cause thou hast achieved the heights by humility, * riches by poverty. * O Father and Hierarch Nicholas, * intercede with Christ our God that our souls be saved.

St. Seraphim of Sarov (1/2) - Troparion 4th tone 

From thy youth thou didst love Christ O blessed one, * and ardently desiring to work for Him Alone, * thou didst struggle in the wilderness in constant prayer and labor, * and having acquired love for Christ with compunction of heart, * thou didst prove to be the beloved favorite of the Mother of God. * Wherefore, we cry to thee, * save us by they prayers, O Seraphim, * our holy father.

St. Nectarios of Pentopolis (11/9)- Troparion 1st tone 

The offspring of Selevria, and the guardian of Aegenia, the true friend of virtue, who didst appear in the last years: O Nectarios, we faithful honor thee as a true servant of Christ. For thou pourest forth healings of every kind for those that piously cry out: Glory to Christ who hath glorified thee, Glory to Him that had made thee wondrous, Glory to Him that worketh healings of all kinds through thee.

St. John of Kronstadt (10/19) - Troparion 4th tone 
O wonderworker living in Christ forever, with love have mercy on them that are in danger; hear thy children who call upon thee with faith; be thou compassionate unto them that hope for aid from thee, O Father John of Kronstadt, our beloved shepherd.

St. John of San Francisco (Jun 19/Jul 2 Saturday closest to July 2nd) - Troparion 5th Tone 
Lo, thy care for thy flock during its sojourn / prefigured thy supplications which are ever offered up for the whole world: / Thus do we believe, having come to know thy love, / O holy hierarch and wonderworker John. / Wholly sanctified by the sacred celebration of the all-pure Mysteries, / whereby thou wast thyself ever strengthened, / 
thou didst hasten unto the suffering, O gladsome healer. / Hasten thou now also to the aid of us // who honor thee with all our hearts.

Holy Hierarch Jonah, Bishop of Hankow, Manchuria (Oct 7) - Troparion 4TH TONE

Thou was a good pastor for the Russian people / who had departed in exodus to live in a foreign land, / guiding them in every way, / but especially with the love of Christ, / in all providing a model of love unfeigned. / Father Jonah, holy hierarch of Christ, // Entreat Him for the salvation of our souls

Father Cosmas of Zaire and Zographou 

Elder Porphyrios of Kavsokalyvia (Dec 2) Troparion 1st Tone
The son of Evia, the Elder of All Greeks, *the initiate of Divine Vision and True friend of Christ. *Porphyrios, O faithful, let us praise *who from childhood was filled with divine gifts *the demonized are redeemed and the sick are healed who cry out“Glory to Him who gave His might to thee! *Glory to Him who made thee Holy! *Glory to Him, who, through thee, grantest healing to all.

Elder Paisios of Mount Athos
Mary of Egypt (April 1) Troparion 5th Tone
Enlightened by the grace of the Cross,/ thou wast seen to be a bright light of repentance,/ dispelling the darkness of passions, O all holy one./ thou didst appear as an angel in the flesh/ to holy Zosimas in the wilderness./ Intercede with Christ for us, O Mary our righteous Mother. 

Blessed Matrona of Moscow Troparion (May 2nd/ April 19) 2nd Tone 
Let us the faithful today praise blessed eldress Matrona made wise by God; flower of the land of Tula and glorious adornment of the city of Moscow, for whom daylight was unknown but who wast enlightened by the light of Christ and enriched by the gifts of insight and healing: Thou wast a sojourner and wanderer upon earth, but now in the heavenly chambers thou standest before the throne of God and intercedest for our souls.
Patriarch Joseph the All-Comely  (Holy Monday) - Kontakion 8th Tone 
Jacob lamented the loss of Joseph, / but his righteous son was seated in a chariot and honored as a king.  / For he was not enslaved to the pleasures of Egypt, / but he was glorified by God who sees the hearts of men // and bestows on them a crown incorruptible. 
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
